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Cultural Reputation and Mental Mapping: Narva

The conference intends to scrutinise the cultural and mental
mapping of Narva through both classical theoretical presentations
and practical research with the help of the participants. It is the
continuation of a series of scholarly events aimed at exploring specific
places in Estonia, local identities, visible and invisible borders, and
topographical hierarchies and preferences of the region's inhabitants.

Subjectivity as a starting point for the study of spatial environment
also sets the form in which the results can be presented: we study
the subject, his or her desires, aspirations, and preferences in order
to combine individual indicators to obtain a generalised image of
Narva, where the subjects live, to reveal an ideological construction
that gathers significant points of space into a single set of represen-
tations. In this view, the problem of space interpretation receives
a phenomenological dimension, indicating how the subject is rooted
in the space. Such a vision allows us to work with mental maps that
do not reflect all topoi, but fix the points of space — places — that are
significant for the subject.

They are formed under the influence of cultural reputation, i.e.
a set of generalised interpretations of a place, which, in the course
of a special analysis, is broken down by the researcher into individual
features attributed to the place and emerged as a result of folklore
comprehension of events related to the place. Sometimes the cultural
reputation of a place is defined as a set of oral histories narratives.
Cultural reputation is accepted by the subject as an unconditional
vernacular attitude, which is not subject to reflection, but which has
a huge impact on the subject's everyday perceptions and practices,
on his or her vision of space, and which forms the subject's mental
map. Historical events and transformations of state borders determine
cultural reputation and leave a deep trace on the mental map in the
form of phantom borders.

The articles on the mental mapping and cultural reputation of
Narva are planned to be published in the form of a monograph to-
gether with a collective study, which will bring together the spiritual
topographical representations of the inhabitants of Estonia. Scholars
from various fields of the humanities are invited to the conference.
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Konverentsi kdigus on kavas uurida tahelepanelikult Narva kultuuri-
ja mentaalkaarte nii klassikaliste teoreetiliste ettekannete kui ka
praktiliste uurimise kaudu (Uritusel osalejate abil). Konverents jatkab
teadusiirituste sarja, mille eesmark on uurida Eesti konkreetseid
kohti, kohalikku identifitseerimist, ndhtavaid ja nahtamatuid piire,
piirkonna elanike topograafilisi hierarhiaid (topograafilisi eelistusi).

Uurime ruumi nagu seda naeb inimene-subjekt: tema soovide,
pliudluste ja eelistuste, st individuaalsete naitajate Ghendamisel
saadakse Uldistatud pilt kultuurilisest ja fdsilisest ruumist, milles ini-
mesed elavad, teavet missugune on Narva kui ruumi konstruktsioon,
mis on olulised ruumipunktid. Ruumi tdlgendamisel tuleb esile feno-
menoloogiline mddde, mis osutab hoiakutele ja on Uihtlasi edasiste
uuringute allikas ruumi vaatlemisel. Koha idee v6imaldab to6tada
vaimsete kaartidega, mis ei kajasta kdiki toposeid, kuid fikseerivad
subjekti jaoks olulised ruumi ja koha punktid. Need moodustuvad
kultuurilise maine md&jul n-6 koha Uldistatud tdlgenduste kompleksi,
mida saab teadusliku anallilisiga jaotada kohale omistatud vaartus-
teks, nende tekkes on seos kohaga seotud ka siindmuste folkloorsel
mdistmisel. Monikord maaratletakse koha kultuurilist mainet suulise
ajaloo kompleksina. Subjekt aktsepteerib kultuurilist mainet tingi-
musteta. Selline vernakulaarse hoiak ei allu peegeldusele, kuid millel
on suur tahtsus igapdevaste ideede ja tavade modjutajana, see on
osa tema ruumindagemusest ja moodustab individuaalse mentaalse
kaardi. Ajaloolised siindmused ja riigipiiride muutused maaravad
samuti kultuurilise maine ja jatavad mentaalsele kaardile stigava jalje
ndahtamatute piiridena.

Aruanded Narva Vaimse kaardistamise ja kultuurilise maine kohta
on kavas avaldada kogumikuna koos kollektiivse uuringuga, mis voi-
maldab kokku panna elanike vaimsed topograafilised ettekujutused
Eesti paikadest. Konverentsile kutsutakse esinema teadlasi erineva-
test humanitaarteaduste valdkondadest.

How do different feelings of Narva residents evoke political meaning
and potential? In what ways do sentiments of disenchantment intersect
with love and hopefulness, thus offering the potential to inspire action?
How do they shed light on diverse problems, hierarchies, solidarities,
and senses of belonging that form the intricate fabric of city life? This
presentation seeks to address these questions, with a specific focus on
the ambiguous nature of feelings, such as boredom, resentment, and
shame. Drawing on a long-standing studies of affect and emotions, as
well as ethnographic research conducted in Narva, this presentation
explores how ongoing socio-political and economic shifts mould and
influence the affective dynamics and emotional repertoires of the city’s
residents. It scrutinises how certain emotions are deemed unfit for the
evolving realities of post-socialist life in Estonia, while also examining
their potential as catalysts for reimagining social coexistence and per-
ceptions of space and identity within the country.

Dr. Alina Jasina-Schifer is a post-
doctoral researcher at the Uni-
versity of Mainz and specialises in
Cultural Anthropology and Euro-
pean Ethnology. Holding a PhD in
Cultural Studies from University of
Giessen, she has explored topics
like exclusion, belonging, horizontal
citizenship, and epistemic biases.
Her prior studies were at the Uni-
versity of Glasgow and the Central
European University in Budapest.
Alina’s current project investigates
labour and evolving systems of
value around human worth in mi-
gration contexts.

The contemporary buzzwords - globalisation, transnationality and
fluid identities — stress the ephemerality of geographical and cultural
borders. However, it is clear that the notion of geographical location
carries a slightly different meaning for people who live today than
it did for people who lived 100 years ago. This paper will explore
the limits of vernacular geographical perception of Poland in early
Estonian folklore, analysing the instances of “Poland” and Poles”,
but also — as a point on the scale between the familiar and the fo-
reign —the mention of “Narva”, in a database of runic songs (http://
www.folklore.ee/regilaul/andmebaas/). This will map Estonianness
as expressed in songs from the 19th and early 20th century, and its
imaginary and actual borders.

Vaartused osutavad ihaldatud eesmarkidele voi nendeni jdudmiseks
heaks kiidetud viisidele juhtides nii kditumise ja sindmuste valikuid
kui ka neile antavaid hinnanguid. Nad on kesksel kohal kultuuris, neil
baseeruvad Uhiskonnas domineerivad normid ja reeglid. Vaartused
ja identiteet kujunevad valja noores eas sotsialiseerumise kaigus.
Korra valja kujunenutena on vaartused vaga pusivad ega allu stabiil-
ses keskkonnas enam kergelt muutustele. Noores eas omandatud
vadrtused jadvad edasises elukdigus suhteliselt pusivateks seni, kuni
Uhiskond ei koge traumeerivaid lleelamisi. Hilisemas eas asetleidnud
vadrtushinnangute teisenemine on pdhjustatud muutustest sotsiaal-
ses keskkonnas. Noore vaartusi kujundavad sotsialiseerumisel esmalt
kodukeskkond ja kool ning hilisemal eluteel ka religioon ja meedia.
2003. aasta noorteuuringust selgus, et valdav enamuse Narva noorte
arvates asub Eesti nii PGhja- kui Ida-Euroopas. Nad maaratlevad end
oma soo ja perekonna kaudu ning ei leia, et nende identiteet oleks
ohustatud. Kuigi nad on veendunud, et on samast rahvusest kui
enamik Eesti inimesi kirjeldab suur hulk neist oma paéritolu (Eesti)
venelastena. Valdav enamus neist naeb end eelkdige oma kodukoha
elanikuna ja alles siis eestlasena. Elus peetakse vaga oluliseks edukat
karjaari, iseseisvust, head valimust ja materiaalset heaolu. Muredest
olulisemaks peetakse to6tust ja lihiskondlikku ebadiglust. Tanaste
laste tulevikku enda pdlvkonna omast lihtsamaks ei peeta. Lastele
edasiantavate vaartustest peetakse olulisemaks vastutustunnet,
sallivust ja visadust.

The “Barcelona model”. A model example?

The city of Barcelona has sloughed off its boundaries several times
during its millenary existence. The demolition of the Medieval walls
in the 1850s enabled its rational physical enlargement as much as
its spiritual transformation into a modern, European metropolis de-
tached from the slower pace of Spanish industrialisation. Similarly,
one and a half centuries later, the revitalisation of the waterfront
driven by the 1992 Olympic games brought not only a building frenzy,
but a radical reconceptualization of the city. Barcelona is since then
a must see destination for any traveller to Spain or even Europe, but
this success has been also received as a mixed blessing. It is no longer
the most important Catalan conurbation and the informal capital of
a territory deemed stateless by many. It is instead a world brand,
a cosmopolitan product, a sensorial experience to be consumed.
Its cultural assets are now touristic attractions that can be enjoyed
by outsiders without feeling the pulse of the city where they are
grounded and avoiding the contact with increasingly dissatisfied
locals. The result of this multiple dynamics is a space where real and
imagined borders are constantly being crossed, erased and traded.

On Aug 6 & 7 2022 the Estonian border town Narva-Joesuu staged the multimedia
project DREAMING KURSAAL. The mapping projection used different approaches such
as 2D and 3D graphics, generative and Al algorithms, animated illustrations, found and
recorded video/sound material. With these tools we aim to create a visual archive of
personal and collective memories of one very particular place on the European map.
Kursaal has always been a highlight of the city of Hungerburg/Narva-J6esuu. The whole
cultural paradigm was centered around it. Soon after its launching in 1912, it turned
into a mirrow of historical and social changes of the very eventfull XXth century. In
1987 the Kursaal was closed for restoration and as time goes by it had transformed
into a ruin. With the DREAMING KURSAAL project, we have taken the romantic idea
of unveiling genius loci through the imagination of the buildings” memories. We also
strive to virtually ‘restore’ the building and rewrite its dystopian history.

The topical book covers a time span of four hundred years and provides background
for the formation of contemporary ideas of collective Russianness and its manifesta-
tions. Further, the volume brings into focus the processes of assimilation and integra-
tion, applied by Russian administration to the peoples residing in the areas the empi-
re expanded to, such as Siberia and the Caucasus. While the current regime of Russia
blames “the West” for colonial practices, it categorically refuses to critically assess
the Russian empire’s goals and activities, often equally toned by colonial exploitation.

As social and political tensions arose at the turn of the twentieth century, the em-
pire aimed to consolidate inner cohesion by creating enemy images and stereotypes
of hostile “Others.” Simultaneously, harsh propaganda was actively produced on
and by competing political groups and actors. As the case studies presented in the
book indicate, the borders between “Us” and the “Others” are and have always
been porous and fluctuating.

The volume consists of fifteen chapters authored by researchers from the United
States, Germany, Finland and Russia. The first section examines how ethnic and
religious “Others” were represented and depicted in the fifteenth-seventeenth
century Muscovite sources. The second section focuses on the representations
of minorities, such as Tatars, Oirats and Jews, in the expanding empire from the
seventeenth century to the beginning of the twentieth century. The theme of the
third section are the images of “Otherness” in the empire facing multiplying and
intertwining crises at the turn of the twentieth century. All the sections are preceded
by summaries authored by world-renowned experts of each theme.
